A. Arts:
“The overarching goal is for students to engage in a sustained, process-oriented experience that
cultivates creativity while reinforcing critical thinking and communication skills. Students will role
play, listen/respond, improvise and play with text (NYS Arts Standard #1). Through their
exploration of the diary of a miner’s son, they will explore cultural and historical influences on the
place they live (#2). Students will become comfortable in the museum and Iron Center and begin
to understand these as valuable resources to which they might return on their own or with their
families.”
Non-Arts:
“Students will gather and interpret information from the diary and other primary resources. They
will make and support inferences as we begin to write the play (ELA #1). Through playwriting,
students will understand the literary elements of setting, character, plot, theme and point of view.
They will have the opportunity to make comparisons to their own lives and dramatize their
understandings (ELA #2). They will evaluate data sources on the basis of quality and alignment
with historical detail. They will use effective vocabulary in developing text for the play (ELA #3)."
